Wisconsin Knowledge, Concepts and Examinations (WKCE) 
Purpose: Designed to Measure The Wisconsin Model Academic Standards.  
Measures: achievement in reading, language applications, mathematics, 
science, and social studies using multiple‐choice and short‐answer 
questions.  Students also writing sample.  Grade Levels: 3‐8 and 10 

ACCESS for ELLS stands for Assessing Comprehension and Communication in 
English for English Language Learners.  Purpose: Assesses language proficiency 
and does not assess content area knowledge, unlike the WKCE which assesses 
a student's comprehension in the content area.  Grade Level Clusters K, 1‐2, 3‐5, 
6‐8, and 9‐12.
