= B. Professional Development Opportunities

= Participate in five CESA 2 Title III/ELL Network
meetings.

= Attend CESA 2 Title III/ELL professional
development activities designed specifically to
meet program or individual English Language
Learner needs at a reduced cost.

= PBS TeacherLine Short Courses for Coordinators/
teachers of ELLs.

= Attend Professional Learning Communities — Books
Media and other materials designed to meet the
needs of teachers learning about ELL.

mOption 1-2 - <$10,000 (3)
= C. Field Consultation

m Consultation with groups of educators in
your school district. Topics are designed
to meet the needs of individual.

m Consultation - full or half days with
individuals or groups.

mOption 1-2 -$4000 - $9999 (4)

= Same as Option 1

mOption 1 $4000 - $9999 (5)
D. Consortia Flow Funds Back to
local District

m Districts who receive more than $4000
upon request and approved Title III-A local
district plan may spend by the local school
districts but within the parameters of the
grant.

mOption 2 - LEA State Allocated
Title III Funds: > $10,000 (1)

m Districts receiving over $10,000.00 will
be able to purchase the CESA 2 Title III
Consortium service with district Title IIIA

funds for $3,600.00.
= The same as Option 1 but districts use

their Title III allocation to purchase
services from CESA 2.




10-11 ELL Consortium Services

mOption 3 - ELL Express (1)

m District Participation in ELL Professional
Development and Network Meetings (5
Meetings) $995

m District level participation at ELL Meetings

= Multiple attendees up to 5 may attend
throughout the school year.

= Write CESA 2 - into your Title III plan

m Fee is $3,600 for all services provided in Option 1



Option 3: ELL Express (2)

mWrite CESA 2-ELL Express into your Title III
plan.
m ELL Express is $995 for five meetings per year.
m Qualifies because it is supplemental.

m If you participate in CESA 2 professional
development it can be written into your Title III

plan. Enter a general amount.
